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A tribute to the 

First Military Suite in E flat, Op. 28, No. 1

by Gustav Holst 
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Gustav Holst was born on 21 September 1874 in Cheltenham, England. He studied at the Royal College of Music, and was a composer and music teacher for nearly 20 years. He is most famous for his orchestral suite The Planets.

In 1909, Holst composed the Suite No. 1 in E-flat, a revolutionary piece in that it was written exclusively for wind band. During this time of band music, the repertoire was almost exclusively transcriptions from orchestral works. Holst wanted to make the concert band a serious concert medium, and this piece is seen as the first step in that direction. 

The first documented concert performance of the Suite in E-flat took place at Kneller Hall on June 23, 1920. During the subsequent playing season the suite had numerous performances, receiving somewhat remarkable coverage in various newspapers. One account in the Times listed it in the same breath as Brahms' Third Symphony.

Parker’s adaptations use the following instrumentation:

Mippy 1 – Alto trombone and wind ensemble

Mippy 2 – Tenor Trombone and percussion

Mippy 3 – Bass Trombone and band

Lightning Fingers by Henry Fillmore

James Henry Fillmore Jr. was born in Cincinnati, Ohio as the eldest of 5 children. In his youth he mastered piano, guitar, violin, and flute. A prolific composer, Fillmore wrote over 250 tunes and arranged orchestrations for hundreds more. He began composing at 18, with his first published march "Higham", named after a line of brass instruments. Fillmore entered the Cincinnati Conservatory of Music in 1901. After this he traveled around the United States as a circus bandmaster. In the 1920s he returned to Cincinnati, directing the Shriners Temple Band, which he turned into one of the best marching bands in the country.
